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General Transfer Credit Policies 
• Courses must be a C- or higher and be considered college-level.
• A maximum of 90 credits can be transferred from a four-year school and 70 credits from

a community college.
• Course content is comparable in scope to coursework offered at UMass Boston.
• Courses taken Pass/Fail are only eligible to transfer if the transcript key equates these

courses to a C- (due to COVID-19, all P grades from Spring and Fall 2020 are eligible to
transfer).

• Courses must be a minimum of 3 semester credit hours to fulfill a program
requirement.

Grade Policies 
• Grade of C or higher recommended:

o English I (3 credits), English II (3 credits), Statistics (3 credits), Intro Psychology
or Intro Sociology (3 credits)

• Must be a C+ or higher to receive credit:
o Human Growth & Development (3 credits), Nutrition (3 credits)

• The following courses must be a C+ or higher, include a lab, and be completed within
the last 10 years:

o Chemistry (4 credits), Anatomy & Physiology I (4 credits), Anatomy & Physiology
II (4 credits), Microbiology (4 credits)
